The lower the Sun is beneath the horizon, the dimmer the sky (other factors such as atmospheric conditions
being equal). When the Sun reaches 18° below the horizon, the illumination emanating from the sky is nearly
zero, and evening twilight becomes nighttime. When the Sun approaches re-emergence, reaching 18° below
the horizon, nighttime becomes morning twilight. Owing to its distinctive quality, primarily the absence of
shadows and the appearance of objects silhouetted against the lit sky, twilight has long been popular with
photographers and painters, who often refer to it as the blue hour, after the French expression l'heure bleue.

By analogy with evening twilight, sometimes twilight is used metaphorically to imply that something is
losing strength and approaching its end. For example, very old people may be said to be "in the twilight of
their lives". The collateral adjective for twilight is crepuscular, which may be used to describe the behavior of
animals that are most active during this period.

The first installment, Twilight, was released on November 21, 2008. The second installment, New Moon,
followed on November 20, 2009. The third installment, Eclipse, was released on June 30, 2010. The fourth
installment, Breaking Dawn – Part 1, was released on November 18, 2011, while the fifth and final
installment, Breaking Dawn – Part 2, was released on November 16, 2012.

The series had been in development since 2004 at Paramount Pictures' MTV Films, during which time a
screen adaptation of Twilight that differed significantly from the novel was written. Three years later,
Summit Entertainment acquired the rights to the film. After Twilight grossed $35.7 million on its opening
day, Summit Entertainment announced they would begin production on New Moon; they had acquired the
rights to the remaining novels earlier that same month. The films in the series have received generally
negative to mixed reviews from critics but was positively received from fans of the books.

Released
annually from 2005 through 2008, the four novels chart the later teen years of Bella Swan, a girl who moves
to Forks, Washington, from Phoenix, Arizona and falls in love with a 104-year-old vampire named Edward
Cullen. The series is told primarily from Bella's point of view, with the epilogue of Eclipse and the second
part of Breaking Dawn being told from the viewpoint of character Jacob Black, a werewolf. A novella, The
Short Second Life of Bree Tanner, which tells the story of a newborn vampire who appeared in Eclipse, was
published on 2010. The Twilight Saga: The Official Illustrated Guide, a definitive encyclopedic reference
with nearly 100 full color illustrations, was released in bookstores in 2011. In 2015, Meyer published a new
novel in honor of the 10th anniversary of the book series, Life and Death: Twilight Reimagined, with the
genders of the original protagonists switched. Midnight Sun, a retelling of the first book, Twilight, from
Edward Cullen's point of view, was published in 2020.

Since the release of the first novel, Twilight, in 2005, the books have gained immense popularity and
commercial success around the world. The series is most popular among young adults; the four books have
won multiple awards, most notably the 2008 British Book Award for Children's Book of the Year for
Breaking Dawn, while the series as a whole won the 2009 Kids' Choice Award for Favorite Book.

As of August 2020, the series had sold over 160 million copies worldwide with translations into 49 different
languages. The four Twilight books have consecutively set records as the biggest-selling novels of 2008 on
the USA Today Best-Selling Books list and have spent over 235 weeks on the New York Times Best Seller
list for Children's Series Books.

The novels have been adapted into The Twilight Saga film series by Summit Entertainment. The film
adaptations of the first three novels were released in 2008, 2009, and 2010, respectively. The fourth novel
was adapted into two films, the first film being released in 2011 and the second film in 2012. An animated
television series based on Midnight Sun is also in development at Netflix.

The Twilight Zone

The Twilight Zone is an American media franchise based on the anthology television series created by Rod
Serling in which characters find themselves dealing - The Twilight Zone is an American media franchise
based on the anthology television series created by Rod Serling in which characters find themselves dealing
with often disturbing or unusual events, an experience described as entering "the Twilight Zone". The
episodes are in various genres, including science fiction, fantasy, absurdism, dystopian fiction, suspense,
horror, supernatural drama, black comedy, and psychological thriller, frequently concluding with a macabre
or unexpected twist, and usually with a moral. A popular and critical success, it introduced many Americans
to common science fiction and fantasy tropes. The first series, shot entirely in black-and-white, ran on CBS
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for five seasons from 1959 to 1964.

The Twilight Zone followed in the tradition of earlier television shows such as Tales of Tomorrow
(1951–53), Out There (1951–1952) and Science Fiction Theatre (1955–57); radio programs such as The
Weird Circle (1943–45), Dimension X (1950–51) and X Minus One (1955–58); and the radio work of one of
Serling's inspirations, Norman Corwin. The success of the series led to a feature film (1983), a TV film
(1994), a radio series (2002–12), various literature, theme park attractions and various other spin-offs that
spanned five decades, including three revival television series. The second series (1985–1989) ran on CBS
and in syndication in the 1980s, while the third series ran on UPN (2002–03). The fourth Twilight Zone
series, helmed by Jordan Peele, was released on CBS All Access from 2019-20.

TV Guide ranked the original TV series #5 in their 2013 list of the 60 greatest shows of all time and #5 in
their list of the 60 greatest dramas.

Twilight (2008 film)

Twilight is a 2008 American vampire romantic fantasy film directed by Catherine Hardwicke from a
screenplay by Melissa Rosenberg, based on the 2005 novel - Twilight is a 2008 American vampire romantic
fantasy film directed by Catherine Hardwicke from a screenplay by Melissa Rosenberg, based on the 2005
novel of the same name by Stephenie Meyer. It is the first installment in The Twilight Saga film series. The
film stars Kristen Stewart as Bella Swan, a teenage girl, and Robert Pattinson as Edward Cullen, a vampire. It
focuses on the development of Bella and Edward's relationship and the subsequent efforts of Edward and his
family to keep Bella safe from another coven of vampires.

The project was in development for approximately three years at Paramount Pictures' MTV Films, during
which time a film adaptation that differed significantly from the novel was written. Summit Entertainment
acquired the rights to the novel after the project's stagnant development. Rosenberg wrote a new adaptation
of the novel shortly before the 2007–2008 Writers Guild of America strike and sought to be faithful to the
novel's storyline. Principal photography began in March 2008 and took 44 days, being completed in May; the
film was shot in the states of Oregon and Washington.

Twilight premiered at the Mann Village Theater in Westwood, California on November 17, 2008, and was
theatrically released in the United States on November 21, by Summit Entertainment. Despite receiving
mixed reviews from critics, the film grossed $408.5 million worldwide. It was released on DVD and Blu-ray
on March 21, 2009, and became the most purchased DVD of the year. The soundtrack was released on
November 4, 2008.

The film was followed by four sequels: New Moon (2009), Eclipse (2010), Breaking Dawn – Part 1 (2011),
and Breaking Dawn – Part 2 (2012)

The Twilight Saga: Eclipse

The Twilight Saga: Eclipse (or simply Eclipse) is a 2010 American romantic fantasy film directed by David

Dallas Howard joins the cast as returning character Victoria, who was previously portrayed by Rachelle
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Lefevre in the first two films. In the film, Bella explores her comprises with both Jacob and Edward, and
form an alliance between them, werewolves and vampires, as they battle an army of newborn vampires.

Summit Entertainment announced it had greenlit the film on February 20, 2009. Principal photography began
on August 17, in Vancouver, British Columbia, Canada, and finished on October 31, with post-production
beginning early the following month.

The Twilight Saga: Eclipse premiered at the Nokia Theatre in Los Angeles, California on June 24, 2010, and
was theatrically released in the United States on June 30, by Summit Entertainment. It became the first The
Twilight Saga film to be released in IMAX. The film received mixed reviews from critics and grossed $698.5
million worldwide, becoming the sixth-highest-grossing film of 2010. Critics praised the action sequences,
visual effects, Dallas Howard's performance, and Shore's musical score, but criticized its pacing, most of the
other performances, and the screenplay. It held the record for biggest midnight opening in the United States
and Canada, grossing $30.1 million, beating The Twilight Saga: New Moon until it was surpassed by Harry
Potter and the Deathly Hallows – Part 2 (2011). The film then scored the biggest Wednesday opening in the
United States and Canada with $68.5 million, beating Transformers: Revenge of the Fallen (2009). The
Twilight Saga: Eclipse has also become the film with the widest independent release, beating The Twilight
Saga: New Moon, and the widest domestic release, playing in 4,416 theaters, beating Iron Man 2 (2010) until
it was surpassed by Despicable Me 2 (2013).

The film received two sequels, The Twilight Saga: Breaking Dawn – Part 1 and The Twilight Saga: Breaking
Dawn – Part 2, in 2011 and 2012, respectively.

The Legend of Zelda: Twilight Princess

The game takes place over a century after Ocarina of Time and Majora's Mask, in an alternate timeline from
The Wind Waker. Players control Link, who tries to prevent Hyrule from being engulfed by a corrupted
parallel dimension, the Twilight Realm. He takes the form of both a Hylian and a wolf, and he is assisted by
a mysterious imp named Midna.

Twilight Princess received critical acclaim, with praise for its art direction, combat, level design, and story. It
received numerous game of the year awards, and has been called one of the greatest video games ever made.
By 2015, it had sold 8.85 million copies worldwide, making it the best-selling Zelda game until Breath of the
Wild (2017). In 2011, the Wii version was rereleased under the Nintendo Selects label. A high-definition
remaster based on the GameCube version, The Legend of Zelda: Twilight Princess HD, developed by
Tantalus Media, was released for the Wii U in March 2016. An eleven-volume manga series based on
Twilight Princess by Akira Himekawa was published between 2016 and 2022.
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
