Speak Now (Taylor's Version) consists of songs written solely by Swift. She produced the re-recorded
versions of 16 tracks from the deluxe edition of Speak Now with Christopher Rowe, and six previously-
unreleased "From the Vault" tracks with Jack Antonoff and Aaron Dessner. Two vault tracks respectively
feature Fall Out Boy and Hayley Williams. A country pop and pop rock album, Speak Now (Taylor's
Version) incorporates various rock styles such as emo, pop-punk, and alternative rock. Its sound is
characterized by prominent electric guitars, dynamic drums, and strings. Reflecting Swift's adolescence, the
songs document emotions of affection, grievance, and heartbreak, forming a loose concept album of
unspoken confessions.

Music critics praised Swift's emotionally engaging songwriting in the album and the matured tone of her
vocal performances, although the alteration to a lyric in the track "Better than Revenge" had a mixed
response. Speak Now (Taylor's Version) reached number one on the album charts of Australia, Canada,
Spain, Sweden, and the United Kingdom, among others. In the United States, it was Swift's 12th album to top
the Billboard 200 chart, breaking Barbra Streisand's all-time record for the most number-one albums by a



female artist. All 22 of its tracks charted on the Billboard Hot 100, with "I Can See You", which was
accompanied by a music video, becoming the highest-peaking at number five.

Look What You Made Me Do

electroclash, industrial, and electro. It contains an interpolation of "I'm Too Sexy" (1991) by the English pop
group Right Said Fred, whose members received songwriting credits as a result. The melody incorporates
strings, plinking piano, and synthesizers, and the chorus consists of drumbeats and rhythmic chants. The
lyrics are about the narrator's contempt for somebody who had wronged them; many media publications
interpreted the track to be a reference to the controversies that Swift faced, including the Kanye West feud.

The accompanying music video premiered at the 2017 MTV Video Music Awards and contains various
implications of Swift's celebrity that received widespread media speculation. Both the song and the video
broke streaming records on Spotify and YouTube upon release. "Look What You Made Me Do" polarized
music critics: some deemed it a fierce return and an interesting direction but others criticized the sound and
theme as harsh and vindictive that strayed away from Swift's singer-songwriter artistry. Critics have
considered "Look What You Made Me Do" a career-defining comeback single for Swift.

In the United States, the single peaked atop the Billboard Hot 100 with the highest sales week of 2017 and
was certified four-times platinum by the Recording Industry Association of America. The single also peaked
atop the singles charts of countries including Australia, Canada, Ireland, the Philippines, and the United
Kingdom, and it received multi-platinum certifications in Australia, Brazil, Canada, Poland, Sweden, and the
United Kingdom. Swift performed the song on the Reputation Stadium Tour (2018) and the Eras Tour
(2023–2024).

Swift framed Speak Now as a loose concept album about the unsaid things she wanted to deliver to the
subjects of her songs. Using confessional songwriting, the album is mostly about heartbreak and reflections
on broken relationships, and some tracks were inspired by Swift's rising stardom in the public eye to address
her critics and adversaries. She and Nathan Chapman produced Speak Now, which combines country pop,
pop rock, and power pop. Its songs incorporate prominent rock stylings, and their melodies are characterized
by acoustic instruments intertwined with chiming electric guitars, dynamic drums, and orchestral strings.

After the album's release, Swift embarked on the Speak Now World Tour from February 2011 to March
2012. The album was supported by six singles, including the US Billboard Hot 100 top-ten singles "Mine"
and "Back to December", and the US Hot Country Songs number ones "Sparks Fly" and "Ours". Speak Now
peaked atop the charts and received multi-platinum certifications in Australia, Canada, and New Zealand. In
the United States, it sold one million copies within its first release week, spent six weeks at number one on
the Billboard 200, and was certified six-times platinum for surpassing six million album-equivalent units by
the Recording Industry Association of America.

Music critics generally praised Speak Now for its radio-friendly melodies and emotional engagement. Some
critics thought the lyrics represented Swift's maturity in early adulthood, but several others criticized the
confrontational tracks as shallow. At the 54th Annual Grammy Awards in 2012, Speak Now was nominated
for Best Country Album, and its single "Mean" won Best Country Song and Best Country Solo Performance.
The album appeared in 2010s decade-end lists by Billboard and Spin, and Rolling Stone ranked it in their
lists "The 50 Greatest Female Albums of All Time" (2012) and "The 250 Greatest Albums of the 21st
Century So Far" (2025). Following the 2019 dispute regarding the ownership of Swift's back catalog, she
released the re-recorded album Speak Now (Taylor's Version) in 2023, and the master recording ownership
of Speak Now was acquired by Swift in 2025.

Crocetti on June 7, 1917, in Steubenville, Ohio, to Italian father Gaetano Alfonso - Dean Martin (born Dino
Paul Crocetti; June 7, 1917 – December 25, 1995) was an American singer, actor, and comedian. Nicknamed
the "King of Cool", he is regarded as one of the most popular entertainers of the 20th century. Martin gained
his career breakthrough together with comedian Jerry Lewis, billed as Martin and Lewis, in 1946. They
performed in nightclubs and later had numerous appearances on radio and television and in films.

Following an acrimonious ending of the partnership in 1956, Martin pursued a solo career as a performer and
actor. He established himself as a singer, recording numerous contemporary songs as well as standards from
the Great American Songbook. Martin became one of the most popular acts in Las Vegas and was known for
his friendship with fellow artists Frank Sinatra and Sammy Davis Jr., who together with several others
formed the Rat Pack.

Starting in 1965, Martin was the host of the television variety program The Dean Martin Show, which
centered on Martin's singing and comedic talents and was characterized by his relaxed, easy-going demeanor.
From 1974 to 1984, Martin was roastmaster on The Dean Martin Celebrity Roast, a popular show that drew
celebrities, comedians and politicians. Throughout his career, Martin performed on concert stages, in
nightclubs and audio recordings and appeared in 85 film and television productions and sold 12 million
records in the United States alone, over 50 million worldwide. Martin's best-known songs include "Ain't That
a Kick in the Head?", "Memories Are Made of This", "That's Amore", "Everybody Loves Somebody",
"You're Nobody till Somebody Loves You", "Sway", and "Volare".

"Don't Speak" was
nominated for Song of the Year and Best Pop Performance by a Duo or Group with Vocals at the 40th
Grammy Awards.
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"Don't Speak" was ranked at number 495 on Blender magazine's "The 500 Greatest Songs Since You Were
Born". The song is a playable track in the 2009 video game Band Hero, and was also released as a
downloadable song for 2008's Rock Band 2, as well as part of the No Doubt Track Pack for Guitar Hero III.
The song has been sampled by multiple hip hop artists, including in Rakim's song "Dedicated" and Ice Cube's
"War & Peace".

It also charted highly in France, Italy, South
Africa, Australia, Germany, Brazil, Mexico, Israel, Lebanon, Japan, and many other countries throughout the
world. The single was one of the most successful of Warwick's international hits, selling over 3,500,000
copies worldwide. The flip-side of the single, "Let Me Be Lonely", also penned by Bacharach and David,
charted in the Billboard Hot 100 as well and became one of many double-sided hits for Warwick.
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
